Our current hypothesis is that people are able to trust

and, accordingly, are potentially able to search for meaning (“to have faith”), to long for the

future (“to hope”), and to relate meaningfully to others (“to love”). Once properly developed,
these qualities enable people to make decisions that serve the common good. If so, we think it congumer

is more accurate to typify the human being as a flourishing person — homo florens.
